 3 day Carving/Painting Yellow Perch  Jul 23, 2021 - Jul 25, 2021 - 8:00 AM - 5:00 PM 
Class fee is $TBD for the 3 days. The supply fee TBA , paid at the class. 
Students will create a full detailed wood carving throughout the three days. All students start with a tupelo 
wood cut-out. Josh will do a series of demonstrations that will teach students every aspect of carving and 
painting a realistic fish. Josh instructs with power tools. Students are welcome to use knives or other tools if 
that is what they are comfortable with. The class generally runs from 8am- 5pm daily. There will be approxi-
mately two days of carving and one day of painting.
